* Board President Steven E. Smith recognized immigrants in the audience. He thanked 
them for their contributions to the country and to the district. 

* Mr. James Wunderlich, consulting attorney and long-time resident of Klein ISD, picked 
up the Klein ISD saga moving into a decade that forever changed the world. The war in 
Europe was now a reality, and it was inevitable that not only the U.S., but also the Klein 
area, were drawn into the conflict. Trying to keep young men at home on the farms was 
virtually impossible. Five young Klein men did not return home. A good number of ex-
military men went on to earn college educations. 

In 1947, the Klein Bearkats entered another sport…football…and Friday nights were 
never the same. While Klein High School with 100 students, did not offer a wide range of 
classes, it did have chemistry and Algebra II, which did allow graduates to enter colleges 
without having to take remedial courses. All the high school girls took home economics, 
typing, and shorthand. The upper class boys took shop and AG. Freshman boys also 
took home economics. Boys had to wait until the junior year to take shop due to the 
electrical tools.  

Farms were still family-operated, but were moving from crop farms to dairy farms. In the 
mid 50s there were about 90 dairies, now there are none. In the 60s, housing develop-
ments were inching northward. Houses were going up more quickly in Klein bringing 
more students to the area.
